Q28 SUMMARY: 

There were 27 comments. Childcare is inadequate for those that need it and the cost is high for working parents.  A pre-school facility is needed. Some venues in the village could also be used for childcare.

Comments have been grouped as follows:

A) Need for more, affordable facilities
B) Suggestions on use of venues
C) Requests for more information

A) Need for more, affordable facilities (22)

All comments on existing provision point to a lack thereof in the village.

Need for a pre-school/nursery in the village (8)

· Nursery urgently needed
· For there to actually be some [childcare provision]
· A pre-school/nursery since there is currently no childcare provision in the village. The nearest pre-school is in Whitchurch and has limited hours and no holiday cover
· Would benefit from a pre-school to feed into Charmouth Primary school

Also a need for better holiday club provision (3) the need for better after school club provision (4).

· Holiday/after-school provision is also very poor here

Need for a soft-play area (1)

Need for (improved) childcare provision for working parents (4):

· Pre-school childcare is not very flexible and not full time so can make it difficult with work
· Holiday clubs would be very helpful for working parents
· Pre-school/after-school is essential for working families in today’s society

General inadequacy of childcare and also the high costs (2):

· Inadequate provision & costly. Need more family activities in the holidays especially
· Better provision in all areas. It is impossible for most single parents to work full time and afford childcare plus travel to and from [work] without relying on family (grandparents). Childcare is also very expensive and leaves little over out of Dorset low wages.


B) Suggestions for use of venues for childcare (3)

· Could the churches provide some sort of day/holiday facility for young children?
· Use one of the halls in Wesley Close as a pre-school
· Protect and support primary school – use building in evenings/weekends

C) Lack of information on childcare (2)

Two people commented on the lack of information regarding available childcare facilities.
