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Looking to the future, whether 10/25/40/50 years hence…
Q3 It has also been forecast that climate change will increase the frequency and volume of rainfall causing flooding.
How important do you think it is that planning should be underway to protect buildings and areas at risk of flooding?
There was no specific comments box, but 5 comments were made nearby, or in Q9 or Q10. 
Q3 SUMMARY 
There was no specific comments box, but we received 5 comments, generally expressing concern about the prospect of flooding in various ways, and making suggestions. 
[Climate Change is an important aspect of the future and therefore part of the CNP. Individual comments may be VIP.] 
Flooding suggestions
· Ensure reed beds remain to absorb flood water from river/sea [cc Q4F Reed Beds]
· Maintain rivers, keeping them free of debris to prevent flooding
· WDDC used to have local knowledge of flood-prone areas, then most staff lost their jobs. Give ‘flooding’ back to WDDC and not the Environment Agency.
Flooding queries/concerns
· Drains are all ancient. Can they cope with increased rainfall and flooding?
· If the river is still prone to flooding is there more we can do?
